New Writer in Town.

I am a Great Yeldham resident and member of the local table
tennis club. In December 2023 in a strange “light bulb” moment, I
decided I could write a book. By the end of March 2024, I had
written two, both of which to my amazement, I got publishing
deals for.

The first book to come out on Aug 1st is called “The Good, The
Bad and The Ugly: The Story Of 45 mixed Up No.1 Songs”
(49,000 words). I take 45 famous singles from each year when
Top Of The Pops was on (1964 to 2006) plus two bonus tracks
and write their stories. I suggest the No.1s are mixed up being
“good, bad or ugly” (named after the 1968 No. 1 featured in the
book) and politely suggest which might be which and why. If you
want to know why Bohemian Rhapsody in 1975 and Mr Blobby in
1993 could both get to No. 1 in the same singles chart, then this
is the book for you.

The second book is to come out in mid-September and is called
“Life Is A Long Song: A Compendium of Jethro Tull in 33 1/3
Songs” (37,000 words). I used the front and back stories of these
songs, numerated after the speed of a long-playing L P, to
provide a historical snap shot as to what was happening with the
classic rock band Jethro Tull, when they were released. And I
really do examine a third of a song. To find out how you will have
to buy, borrow, or steal the book.

I am retired with far too much time on my hands I am not sure
how I managed to write two different music books in just three
months. Rumours suggest there maybe more books in the
pipeline
